Figure 1 shows the Environment-Friendly Use Period mark that indicates the Environment-Friendly Use 
Period (EFUP) of 15 years. Figure 2 shows an indication example on the GOT. 
In addition, information about the target hazardous substances in the GOT is provided in a document 
included with the product or in the user’s manual. 
*1 Some models do not bear the Environment-Friendly Use Period mark due to their small surface area or other reasons. For these 

models, information about the target hazardous substances in the GOT is provided only in a document included with the product 
or in the user’s manual.
